Should any chemicals, gases and/or substances be required to be used during build-up, breakdown and/or show
periods then all relevant material safety sheets are required on site (where required in terms of the Act).

All Certificates of Compliance will be provided in original format (copies unacceptable) to the Principal/Employer.

Be advised that this agreement places the onus on the mandatory of HOMEMAKERS Expo in the event of inability to
perform as per this agreement. HOMEMAKERS Expo, however reserves the right to unilaterally take any steps as may
be necessary to enforce this agreement.

All mandatories are to provide and ensure that correct use of personal protective equipment by their employees at
their cost at all times.

All mandatories are to maintain and ensure that all electrical apparatus and Safety equipment is kept in a safe
working condition at all times.
